Steps of the ProctorExam process 

To access your exam, you will need to follow the steps outlined below: 

Email 1: Check your equipment  

This is the first e-mail you will receive, with the object: “Please register for your exam”. 

Please also check your spam folder for this e-mail. 

 

Step 1: Install the ProctorExam Chrome plug-in as directed. 

Step 2: Proceed to the System Check. You will be re-directed to a page in your 

Google Chrome browser as below. Keep following the instructions on the screen until

Email 2: Receiving the link to start your exam 

Upon successful completion of the system check, you will receive a second email with the 

link to your exam, such as the image below: 

 

Click on Step 2 and don’t forget to have your ID with you for verification. You will be re-

directed in your Google Chrome browser to a screen like this:
